 We entered into an agreement with Parks and Recreation to maintain the following sites:  Granby 

Burrell, Gable Creek, St. Anne’s Meadow, Howe Creek, Bluejoint Creek and 28 Mile Flats. The sites would be 

visited once a month from June to September and Bluejoint site will be the main staging area for club trips. One 

of the first things to do is develop a sign for 28 Mile Bridge Kiosk and the Kiosk at Blue Joint Camp ground.
