SAFETY CORNER

Lots of riders use a trailer to haul their machines to and from
staging areas. Now is the time to have a good look at your trailer.

e How’s the tire condition and pressure?

e Grab a wheel and pullin and out - is there play? Perhaps
the bearing need adjusted? When was the last time you
repacked the bearings?

e Are all the light working?

e The license plate should be attached by bolts and even
have a working license plate light. Plates can get bent
during use so make sure the plate is straight and clearly
visible on the back of the trailer.

e How is the deck? Any holes to twist an ankle?

e Is the gate or ramps in good shape? Can you secure
them to the trailer for unloading/loading?
